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TECHNIQUES IN TEACHING ENGLISH GRAMMAR WITHOUT
USING L2

Annotation. The research article demonstrates techniques in teaching
English grammar for the classes with mixed nationalities as Russian and Uzbek
pupils in one class. Explaining Grammar rules in learners’ mother tongue is
traditional method in our country. However, in classes with mixed nationalities
as Uzbek, Tajik, Kazakh or Kyrgyz pupils in Russian school teachers often face
a problem teaching Grammar. The purpose of the research is to recommend
English teachers new techniques explaining Grammar rules in target language.
In this experiment attended 25 English teachers from different regions of the
schools in order to share their minds. The experiment group consists of 14
pupils of 4th grade from public school number 48, Namangan, Davlatobod
district. This experiment took a month. This research may be beneficial for the
EFL teachers who teach classes with different nationalities.Within the help of
this research the solution was found to the problem and some effective
techniques for improving Grammar knowledge,put into the practice and
recommended to the teachers of public education. That kind of problems can be
seen in any other teachers’ daily life and this research woud be helpful for them
to overcome such situations and to change it for the better.

The role of English as a foreign language is gaining a higher speed in the

world as well as in Uzbekistan. With the regulation of number 606 great
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attention is given to the radical reorganization of the educational system that will
give an opportunity to raise it to the level of modern standarts. According to the
decree of the president of Uzbekistan an Agency for the Promotion of Learning
Foreign Languages was created under the cabinet of Ministres. The Agency is
engaged in the introduction of proven methods, programs and textbooks into the
education system,and will organize training in at least 10 foreign languages
based on the needs of educational institutions,industries and regions.Besides that
the decree of the Court of Ministres of the Republic of Uzbekistan “ON
MEASURES TO FURTHER IMPROVE THE QUALITY OF TEACHING
FOREIGN LANGUAGES IN EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS” showed the
importance of teaching English as a foreign language including four main
language skills.

Grammar is an important thing in the learning all skills and correctly
formulating thoughts in written or oral speech of learners.Tradional method is
comparative English with L1.But teachers with multinational pupils need new
techniques teaching grammar.the grammar-translation approach has become
obsoletein the face of new approaches brought about by advancements and
changes in the teaching of foreign languages.As a result,literarywritings are also
disregarded by the techniques and suffer as a result.

This study employed a case study methodology and qualitative study
design.The participants wereld Uzbek and Russian pupils of grade 4 from
Russian school. The data was collected through Google form,where the teachers
were requested to fill reflections about using Grammar techniques.It’s very
Important to explain grammar rules without using L1 in schools with different
nationalities. Teachers used to explain rules with traditional method as a text
translation, this comparative method is very easy to undersatand for pupils. In
the challenging situations as multinational pupils in one class explaining
Grammar themes is very difficult for a lot of teachers.l did research work on

pupils and this research prolongued a month and I have a good result for sharing
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with other teachers. | read articles about different new techniques which did
other collegues with their pupils. Using their methods and adding my
experience.

Finding Before doing research work only 35% of pupils could fully
understand Grammar rules. And 40% of them were passive during the lesson
other 35% of pupils were interested in English but thought grammar is very
boring part. With 14 pupils during a month | worked with short interesting texts.
About effectiveness of this method there are different views from English
teachers. | did Google form survey with collegues on theme teaching grammar.
Figure 1 showed that attitude of teachers with an experience to the pupils who
don’t understand English Figurel You can see almost 85% of teachers explain
theme in pupil’s mother tongue. I think this method is not effective teaching
English as a foreign language. Only8% of teachers understand that in all classes
there are passive pupils and it’s normal. Other 7%o0f teachers ignore such kind of
pupils and continue their lessons in English. My suggestions to the teachers
using text method.This means using whole texts as contexts for grammar
teaching. Advantages of using texts: They provide co-textual information,
allowing learners to deduce the meaning of unfamiliar grammatical items from
the co-text. If the texts are authentic they can show how the item is used in real
communication. From the percentage in Figure 2, it indicated that 61,5% of
teachers sometimes explains English grammar without using L1, and 30,8% of
teachers can use only L2 in upper classes. Other 7,7% of English teachers
thought that it is difficult explain grammar without mother tongue. In this
situation our foreign colleagues suggest text based approach to the teachers.
Figure 3 showes teachers’ reflection to the pupil with good grammar knowledge
but can’t communicate in English oral and written.

From the percentage of this Figure we can see that 57,1% of teachers tried
to improve pupils’ productive skills with text-translations. In this article my

finding is the most effective way teaching English grammar without using L1 is
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text-based method. Other 28,6% of teachers also think that the best solution is
making texts. Only 14,3% of teachers think that pupils should watch English
movies. After doing my survey from Google form | find out that teaching
English without using L1 is difficult but If we use text based method our
challenging work becomes easier and more interesting. The finding showed that
text-based method enhances pupils’ self- directed learning in L2 using grammar
rules by making them aware that text method helped their writing and speaking
skills. 1t was shown in the finding of the study that out of 13 teachers most of
them used text-based method in their lessons that obliged them to write and
speak since they knew it could correct their writing and developed their
productive quality. From my research with pupils nearly 90% of them did
exercises with texts correctly. From 14 pupils 12 of them could make short texts
with grammar constructions.Wiliamson [1]and Manning[2]said that one of the
aspects of self directed learning was awareness. Here, the awareness was
marked by pupils’ initiative or motivation to learn as they experienced needs and
interests on something [2]. Motivation is a precious value in life that can make
people become productive with their life or not [3].In this case,pupils motivation
makes them to learn English in real English atmosphere which teachers use only
L2. Learning foreign languages without L1 is very effective and the most
difficult part is grammar part because all four skills are connected with grammar
it is very important knowing grammar rules when pupils use language.As added
by Laubscher and Bosch[4]collaboration in the online environment can spread
pupil motivation. It also can improve people’s skills, encourage people self-
directed learning said Godwin Jones [5].and make people responsible for their
learning said A.Qassemzade [6].

The conclusion of the study was drawn by the finding and discussion from
gathered data. The finding shows there are two obtained ways to enhance pupils’
self-directed learning by using different texts.The first was working with short

topic texts using grammar and vocabulary exercises during filling gaps. The
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second is using grammar rules pupils learn making their own texts about them
and their life. Overall, the students seem to have an improvement in their speech
and writing after using text based method. The improvement is in the field of
grammatical and sentence structure which is marked by the consciousness and
readiness of their productive skills.

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that is, the transition from “concept" is also possible creates. The practical value
of the thesaurus is expressed in the pragmatic side of the "concept" - “sign"
relationship, in the ability to most effectively search for a word, phrase or term.
The terminological aspect of the thesaurus is also very important in teaching a
foreign language. The use of a monolingual or multilingual terminological
thesaurus in the educational process helps to create a holistic image of the
concepts of the field of education for the student.

Currently, with the development of information technologies, more and
more information-search thesauri and terminological data banks are being
created in various fields of science. Let's take a look at a few electronic
publications in French that are freely available on the Internet and cover the
terminology of ecology and environmental law. The analysis was carried out in
terms of the structure of the thesaurus, the completeness of coverage of the
terminology, and the significance of the thesaurus in the study of the
terminology of these disciplines.

Creating a terminological thesaurus based on a graphic consists of two
parts, and we place a search bar at the top of the page. The ease of finding a term
among users is reflected by the presence of a corresponding dictionary entry
definition.

This thesaurus has a continuous structure and a universal character,
allowing for the organization of various sources of law, legislation,
jurisprudence, and legal theory. The thesaurus covers all areas of law.

The thesaurus is open to everyone; it is designed to help legal
practitioners, publishers, and government officials classify various legal
documents and any legal information in databases in a commonly accepted way.

The tree-like structure of the thesaurus reflects the analytical approach to
the law chosen by its authors, which distinguishes this edition from a simple,
alphabetical list of terms. In creating the structure of the thesaurus, the main

legislative texts were the basis; they determined the definition of thematic
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groups and their content. This approach ensured the greatest objectivity of the
presented data.

The thesaurus includes the following sections: state law, civil law,
procedural law, economic law, criminal law, tax law, and social law. Within
each area of law, alphabetically arranged groups are distinguished.

The agricultural terminology we are considering is included in the group
of state law. Here, a set of terms consisting of many subgroups is presented in
the order of field levels. As a rule, terms not exceeding the order level are
compiled based on the specific characteristics of the legal document classifier of
the thesaurus. Includes any subdivisions by origin of subgroups of thesaurus.

There are ways to enter terms into the thesaurus: you need to enter a term
or phrase in the search box, this search method is implemented using an
alphabetical list and a thematic list. The thesaurus included several thematic
groups: indigenous peoples; agriculture; trade, consumer, and service sector;
profitability of enterprises and their relevance; children and young people.

We have considered the thematic groups of the terminology "Agriculture™
as part of the research subject. It consists of small groups: general concepts,
plants, field environment, vegetation, and natural resources. The "General
concepts” group includes the basic terms of agricultural terms. The graph of
creating a mobile application discussed above confirms the practical importance
of programming in the field of organizing work with data, regulatory and other
documents, as well as in the organization. Creating a mobile application of terms
Is a promising field of modern terminology.
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THE INTERDEPENDENCE OF APPROACHES TO THE CONCEPT OF
BEING IN SCIENCE

Abstract. This article discusses the interdependence of approaches to the
concept of being in science. The author tried to explain that the philosophy of
being is a fundamental issue of science and philosophy.

Key words: science, philosophy, being, fundamental issues, category.

Being is a concept, similar, of the same order with such concepts as
“existence”, “reality”. At the same time, being is an integral characteristic of the
world, affirming its integrity through its existence. According to the mode of
existence, being is divided into two worlds, two modes of existence or two
realities: the world of physical states, or the material, natural world, and the
world of mental states, the world of consciousness, the inner world of man. Both
of these worlds - the world of consciousness and the world of nature - can be
characterized by the concept of being, but the ways of their existence are
different.

Spirit (from Lat. Spiritus — “breath, breath, smell”). In a broad sense, ideal
consciousness as the highest form of mental activity, however, we can say that
the essence of this concept is broader.

Representatives of various currents of philosophy distinguish the
subjective spirit (subject, personality, individual), the absolutization of which

leads to subjective idealism, and the objective spirit (consciousness divorced
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from man and mystified as an independent force), the recognition of the primacy
of which leads to objective idealism.

Ancient philosophers viewed spirit as a theoretical activity (for example,
for Aristotle, the highest forms of spirit activity are thinking about thinking,
enjoying theory). However, the spirit was also understood as a superintelligent
principle, cognizable directly, intuitively (Plotinus). This point of view is
outwardly close to religious ideology, according to which the spirit is God, a
supernatural entity, only an object of faith. German classical philosophy
emphasizes the activity of the spirit, considering it as an activity of self-
awareness. Nus is the cosmic spirit in Plato, Logos in Heraclitus G.V.F. Hegel
understood spirit as the unity of self-consciousness and consciousness, realized
in the mind, as the unity of practical and theoretical activity: the being of the
spirit is its act, although this act is understood only as knowledge. Spirit,
according to Hegel, overcomes the natural, sensual and rises to itself in the
process of self-knowledge. Materialistic philosophy views spirit as secondary to
nature. For the ancient materialists, the spirit is the most intelligent part of the
soul, poured over the entire body.

Materialists of the 17th-18th centuries (G. Hobbes, J.O. La Mettrie)
understood the spirit only as a combination of sensations as a whole, as a kind of
sensory cognition. Dialectical materialism does not reduce the spiritual to a
simple sum of sensations and rejects the idea of it as something existing
independently of matter. Spiritual is highly organized matter, the result of social
and historical practice of people.

Public consciousness acts as a reflection of social life. At the same time, it
actively influences social life, the practical activity of mankind.

The concepts of spirit in the history of philosophical thought are
associated with views on human nature. Philosophers of Antiquity, especially

natural philosophers, considered man as an image of the cosmos, a microcosm.
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Starting with Socrates, they considered man to be a dual being, consisting
of body and soul. Plato related the soul to the idea, Aristotle considered the soul
to be a form. In medieval philosophy, the main demarcation occurs not so much
between the body and soul of man, as between the "carnal man" and the
"spiritual man." Human nature is understood as three-part: body - soul - spirit. A
person's spirituality consists in his conscience, participation in the Divine
through faith, hope and love.

The position developed in medieval philosophy finds its continuation in
the Orthodox, Catholic and Protestant concepts of man, i.e. within the main
denominations of Christianity.

Matter (from Lat. Material — “substance”) is a philosophical category for
designating a certain spatial corporeality, "dead substance", the opposite of life,
soul and spirit. In the field of worldview, it took shape as materialism, and in the
field of science - as natural science.

The essence of matter is revealed through its diverse properties and
interactions, the knowledge of which means the knowledge of matter itself. The
more complex matter is, the more varied and differentiated are its
interrelationships and properties.

In dialectical materialism, the opposition of matter and consciousness is
conditional, It makes sense only for the formulation and solution of the main
question of philosophy, and outside it loses its absolute meaning, since
consciousness, social ideas, and so on can act in relation to any material process
as something that determines it and in this sense primary.

All bodies have a certain extent - length, width, height. They are located
in various ways relative to each other, they constitute parts of a particular
system. Space is a form of coordination of existing objects, states of matter. It
consists in the fact that objects are located outside each other (near, side, bottom,
top, inside, front, etc.) and are in certain quantitative relationships. The order of

coexistence of these objects and their states forms the structure of space.
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Phenomena are characterized by the duration of existence, the sequence of
stages of development. Processes occur either simultaneously or one earlier or
later than the other, for example, the relationship between day and night, the
change of seasons. All this means that bodies exist and move in time. Time is a
form of coordination of changing objects and their states. It lies in the fact that
each state is a sequential link in the process and is in certain quantitative
relationships with other states. The order in which these objects and states
change forms the structure of time. Space and time are universal forms of
existence, coordination of objects, they are and will be in the endless world. Not
only the events of the external world, but all feelings and thoughts occur in
space and time. Space has three dimensions: length, width and height, and time
is only one - the direction from the past through the present to the future. It is
inevitable, unique and irreversible. Space and time exist objectively, outside and
independent of consciousness. Their properties and patterns are also objective,
not a product of thought. Feeling how time takes us away in its stream, we
cannot stop it, delay it, we cannot return a single lived moment. The passage of
time is beyond our control. We are as powerless in front of him as a splinter in
front of a river stream.
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A PHILOSOPHICAL ANALYSIS OF THE MORAL AND LEGAL
PRINCIPLES OF PUNISHMENT

Abstract. Civil society is the only and important foundation for the
practical unity of morality and law. During the formation of civil society and the
development of legal culture in Europe, the main compromise moral and legal
principles used for punishment were created. The main ones are systematized
below. These are the principles proposed by C. Montesque, C. Becaria, I.
Benthem, and M. Foucault. Almost all of them have been formalized and are
used to one degree or another in modern judicial practice.

Key words: Civil society, morality, law, legal culture, modern judicial

practice.

The principle of saving the means of punishment is based on the
requirements of humanism. According to Montesquieu, any excessive
punishment always has a negative effect not only on the interests of the
punished, but also on the interests of society as a whole. The accused can be
punished only in extreme cases, when other measures of influence no longer
help. It is clear that it is impossible to achieve a reduction of crimes by
punishment alone: therefore, the state must use other ways to achieve this
(incentives, education and development of legal awareness, encouraging the
development of civil society institutions, etc.).

Sh. L. Montesque spoke out against excessive cruelty of punishments
because he was a supporter of the legal immunity of the individual. He

emphasized that not only morality, but also common sense opposes cruelty:
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"Experience shows that humane punishments make no less an impression on the
minds of citizens of countries where punishments are not cruel than the most
cruel punishments of other countries.

The principle of justice has been important in the theory of punishment
since ancient times. In accordance with this principle, the punishment must
correspond to the degree of social danger of the crime, the circumstances of its
commission and the personality of the criminal. That is, too light and too heavy
a punishment does not represent justice. The principle of justice clearly prohibits
punishments that exceed the upper and lower limits formally established by law.

The concept of justice is closely related to equality and inequality. For
example, if two crimes are equal in severity, then the punishment for these
crimes should be equal. According to it, the same punishment cannot be
imposed for crimes of different gravity.

According to this position, equality should be complemented by the
principle of individuality, i.e. equality occurs when a balanced state of equality
and inequality is found, that is, when both of these principles are taken into
account. The principle of consideration of individuality emphasizes the
following: it is necessary to take into account the personality of the criminal, the
level of his social danger, the circumstances of the crime, the impact of the
punishment on the criminal and his relatives. At the same time, it is impossible
to get out of the legal framework of punishment.

Naturally, identifying all the necessary features is an extremely difficult
task, and here, as in the case of a guilty verdict, the onus is on the judge to make
the right decision. The principle of personal independence requires that the
punishment should be applied only to the guilty person and not to his relatives.
Everyone will be responsible for their actions. The principle of democracy
consists of various forms of participation of civil society members in the
administration of justice. According to this principle, justice should be clear and

understandable for all citizens, so that every member of society can distinguish
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criminal actions from legal actions. Laws should be open to all, information
about them and legal knowledge should be provided in the general education
system, and legal consciousness should be cultivated from a very young age.
Continuous open communication between civil society and the judiciary is
Important “so that the proceedings are not secret, the reasons for the conviction
or acquittal of the accused are known to all, and the basis of the punishment is
known to all."

In the conceptual application of the process of the moral environment in
the genesis of punishment, legal, moral and religious concepts such as
instruction, repentance, example, revenge, suffering, monetary compensation,
which represent the etymological origin of punishment, also indicate that its
essence and purpose express different meanings. Sociology considers
punishment as a negative social sanction used as an element of social control
over the behavior of individuals. At the same time, sociologists have
emphasized that punishments and rewards play a motivating role in human life.
In pedagogy and psychology, we can see a positive approach to punishment.
According to him, punishment is a negative assessment of the behavior and
activities of students. Punishment is the last discipline method used for the
benefit of the community.

In the rules of ethics, punishment is understood in a generalized sense,
according to which: Punishment is a negative sanction that is used in case of
violation of established rules (rules, laws) and consists in limiting the
opportunities of the criminal and lowering his social status (rights, property,
freedom). In conclusion, it can be said that punishment represents both moral
and legal elements.

In order to understand and understand this or that type of punishment, it is
necessary to know the specific characteristics of the culture of the relevant
period. But, on the other hand, its essence can be better understood by

considering the punishment from the prism of cultural and historical types and
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by evaluating the specific features of the culture's reaction to the violation of
certain socio-cultural rules, norms, and prohibitions. In the study of the
punishment of deprivation of liberty, the punishment is considered as a type of
punishment consisting of compulsory separation from society in a specialized
Institution with a certain regime.

It has long been known that a person who violates a socio-cultural norm
or right is moved to a limited space, thereby limiting his contact with society.
But it was used in the Netherlands in the 16th and 17th centuries, and later in
Germany. In the late 18th and early 19th centuries, punishment by deprivation of
liberty took a firm place in the legal system of European culture. This type of
punishment was considered a real alternative to hard labor and the death penalty,
which were most commonly used at that time.

Punishment with deprivation of liberty, on the one hand, allowed the
criminal to exert influence to correct him, and on the other hand, prevented the
"mindless” use of labor. At present, imprisonment, which includes all types of
punishments that involve exclusion from society, is one of the most widely used
types of punishments. The importance of the research is that the study of the
punishment of deprivation of liberty serves to understand the nature of moral
and legal culture as a necessary condition for the formation of a civil society.
Punishment with deprivation of liberty can be considered as a phenomenon
covering the moral, legal and socio-cultural spheres of society. As a result, the
analysis of imprisonment as an integral phenomenon allows us to better
understand and appreciate the social and cultural relations, traditions, norms and
values of modern society.
